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Support for Foreign Language Menu Boards
for Korean Restaurants

The Korean Food Promotion Institute (KFPI) will be providing support to Korean
restaurants, both in Korea and overseas, for the creation of menu boards in foreign
languages in order to raise awareness of proper foreign language notation for Korean
menu items and give Korean restaurants a greater competitive edge. Applications are
greatly welcome!

1. General information
A. Eligibility : Korean restaurants(in Korea/overseas)

B. Content of support : support for the menu board in foreign languages or the cost of
creating menu board in foreign languages(approx. KRW 120,000
per restaurant)

* (Korean restaurant in Korea) support for maximum three hanging menu boards in
foreign languages(The restaurant is responsible for shipping fee KRW 5,000)

* (Korean restaurant overseas) If locally-designed menu board costs at least KRW
130,000, KRW 120,000 may be subsidized if evidential documents are submitted

2. Eligibility: About 2,200 Korean restaurants (in Korea/overseas)
A. Korean restaurant in Korea
1) Business registered as a “Korean food” business
2) Ineligible restaurants

A) Restaurant that has violated food sanitation regulations or other legal requirements
(correct indication of country of origin, etc.) within one year of the posting of this notice

B) Restaurant that is applying for this project in a fraudulent way or via falsification
C) Restaurant that is not registered as a business or is currently closed/not in operation
B. Korean restaurant overseas: list of main menu items must be comprised at least 60 percent of Korean foods

3. Content of support
A. Korean restaurant in Korea
1) Translation of Korean menu items into foreign language(s)

A) Can be translated into up to two languages from among: English, Japanese, and
Chinese (simplified)

B) Korean is included regardless of the selected language(s)
2) Design for hanging foreign language menu board (including a Korea-inspired image)
3) Production/shipping of three hanging foreign language menu boards
B. Korean restaurant overseas
1) Translation of Korean menu items into foreign language(s)

A) Can be translated into up to two languages from among: English, Japanese, and
Chinese (simplified)



B) Korean is included regardless of the selected language(s)

2) Design for hanging foreign language menu board (including a Korea-inspired image)
3) Guideline for designing foreign language menu boards

4) Portion of cost of menu board production

4. Application period
July 15 (Thu) — Aug 14 (Sat), 2021

3) Business license (1 copy) (overseas Korean restaurants may submit lease contract in
lieu of business license)

6. Selection process
A. Applicant restaurants will be screened to confirm whether they fulfill all eligibility requirements.

B. The pool of restaurants to be considered for support will be finalized after ineligible
restaurants are screened.*

* If the number of applicant restaurants that fulfill the eligibility requirements exceeds
Maximum number of support-receiving restaurants, the first submitted applications
(based on the date received by the KFPI) will be considered.

C. Restaurants will be notified of their selection and/or follow-up procedures on an individual basis.
